Book Presentation Project (1st Quarter)

You will be sharing information about your fiction novel with peers and teachers.  As you read, you will be responsible for keeping a journal summarizing the information needed for your presentation.  The information will then be used in order to complete an oral book presentation and visual.
Part 1: Oral Book Presentation


A.  Be prepared to tell your audience about your book.  You will need to introduce 
 
      yourself along with the title and author of your book.  During your presentation you 
 
      will need to talk about the story’s theme, setting (time and place), main and minor 
 
      characters, significant sequence of events, main conflict, resolution, your opinion of 

      the book along with one supporting fact from the book, and a recommendation as to 

      the type of reader who would enjoy the book along with a supporting reason.  Keep 
   
      track of the necessary information by journaling on loose leaf paper.

B.  Practice your presentation, incorporating the visual (collage), at home.  Be sure your 
  
      presentation is between 3 -5 minutes in length.  Use appropriate volume, inflection, 
  
      enunciation, and eye contact.
Part 2: Visual


A.  Complete a collage that is at least 18” x 18”.  You may use poster board, cardboard, 
   
      or poster paper cut to the needed dimensions.  Do not use a display board.

B.  Centered at the top of the front of the collage, include the title and author of the 
 
      novel.  Display the information creatively.


C.  Use at least one picture to represent each element of the novel (theme, setting, 
 
  
     characters, events, conflict, and resolution). You must use a variety of image styles,  
  
     including magazine pictures, clip art, and hand-drawn pictures. Mix the image types -- 
     do not use all magazine clips, or all hand-drawn images. Be creative!


D.  CAUTION:  arrange the pictures on the collage background (poster board,   
 
  
      cardboard, or poster paper) before gluing anything down.  It is difficult to rearrange 
  
      pictures already glued down.

E.  Carefully and neatly arrange the pictures on the collage background. You may 
 
     
      wish to use a “scrap booking” effect when cutting around the pictures.


F.  Cover the background space as much as possible with pictures.  

G.  Neatly and carefully glue down each picture.

H.  Number each picture in the lower right corner.  Each number is to be easily 
 

      identifiable.


I.  On a separate sheet of paper, list each number from the pictures.  Label each picture 
 
     according to the element of the story (theme, setting, main and minor characters, 
   
     event, main conflict, and resolution).  Write a sentence that explains the picture.

J.  Glue down the paper from I. above to the back of the collage. If you use more than one 
     sheet, glue down each sheet. Avoid having any hanging paper.  


K.  Be prepared to incorporate seven to ten of the collage pictures during the oral 

      
      book presentation delivery.

L.  In the upper right corner of the back of the collage, legibly write your name, 
  
  
      teacher’s name, and core.
